*GOSPEL READING John 12:1-11 

Six days before Passover Jesus came to Bethany, where Lazarus was, whom Jesus had raised from 

the dead. They gave a dinner for him there, and Martha served, while Lazarus was one of those 

reclining at table with him. Mary took a liter of costly perfumed oil made from genuine aromatic 

nard and anointed the feet of Jesus and dried them with her hair; the house was filled with the 

fragrance of the oil. Then Judas the Iscariot, one of his disciples, and the one who would betray 

him, said, “Why was this oil not sold for three hundred days’ wages and given to the poor?” He 

said this not because he cared about the poor but because he was a thief and held the money bag 

and used to steal the contributions. So Jesus said, “Leave her alone. Let her keep this for the day of 

my burial. You always have the poor with you, but you do not always have me.” The large crowd 

of the Jews found out that he was there and came, not only because of him, but also to see Lazarus, 

whom he had raised from the dead. And the chief priests plotted to kill Lazarus too, because many 

of the Jews were turning away and believing in Jesus because of him.

April  1 @ 7pm - Wednesday of Holy Week 
On this day the Church recalls the betrayal of Jesus. 

April 2 @ 7pm - Holy/Maundy Thursday 
We gather to begin the Great Three Days with the celebration of the institution of the Holy Eucharist. 

April 3 @ Noon - Stations of the Cross 
We will pray at the stations in the Sanctuary with music. 

April 3 @ 7pm - Liturgy of the Lord’s Passion 
We will remember our Lord’s death on the cross and offer our prayers of thanksgiving. 

April 4 @ 7pm  - Easter Vigil 
We will gather outside to light the new fire and illumine the darkness with the light of Christ and the 

promise of salvation. This liturgy is the culmination of the entire liturgical year with the Rite of
