On the first day of the Feast of 

Unleavened Bread, the disciples approached Jesus and said, “Where do you want us to prepare for 

you to eat the Passover?” He said, “Go into the city to a certain man and tell him, ‘The teacher 

says, "My appointed time draws near; in your house I shall celebrate the Passover with my 

disciples.”‘“ The disciples then did as Jesus had ordered, and prepared the Passover. When it was 

evening, he reclined at table with the Twelve. And while they were eating, he said, “Amen, I say 

to you, one of you will betray me.” Deeply distressed at this, they began to say to him one after 

another, “Surely it is not I, Lord?” He said in reply, “He who has dipped his hand into the dish 

with me is the one who will betray me. The Son of Man indeed goes, as it is written of him, but 

woe to that man by whom the Son of Man is betrayed.

On this day the Church recalls the betrayal of Jesus. 

April 2 @ 7pm - Holy/Maundy Thursday 
We gather to begin the Great Three Days with the celebration of the institution of the Holy Eucharist. 

April 3 @ Noon - Stations of the Cross 
We will pray at the stations in the Sanctuary with music. 

April 3 @ 7pm - Liturgy of the Lord’s Passion 
We will remember our Lord’s death on the cross and offer our prayers of thanksgiving. 

April 4 @ 7pm  - Easter Vigil 
We will gather outside to light the new fire and illumine the darkness with the light of Christ and the 

promise of salvation. This liturgy is the culmination of the entire liturgical year with the Rite of 

Confirmation, blessing of Holy Water, and the celebration of the Holy Eucharist.
